CALL TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Rick Petershack at 1:10 p.m.

ROLL CALL

REPORT FROM CHAIRMAN 

Rick Petershack informed the board that comments on the board's rules of procedures were received from DHFS, DWD, DATCP and Commerce and will be discussed later in the Agenda.  

REPORT FROM SMALL BUSINESS OMBUDSMAN 

Carol Dunn reported on an upcoming Washington Conference held by the Small Business Administration Office of Advocacy.  It was noted that was Wisconsin was selected as one of 19 states to present their economic development initiatives and Wisconsin would be presenting our regulatory reform initiatives.  Problems with the SBRRB list service was noted and Carol stated that future board meeting material would be sent through the mail.   A copy of the Board's marketing brochure was provided to each member.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

A motion by Pat Farley, seconded by James Bohren to approve the January 7, 2005 minutes as amended.  Motion carried.    

APPROVAL OF BOARD'S OPERATIONAL RULES

Prior to consideration of the approval of the board's operational rules, it was noted by Rick Petershack that the board needed to consider what defined a quorum of the board.  After brief discussion, it was agreed upon by board members to define the quorum for purposes of the meeting at hand and revisit this definition at a later date.  

A motion by Al Bergan, seconded by Mark Honadel to define a quorum as eight SBRRB members as a quorum.  Motion carried unanimously.

An amendment was made to the motion by Hal Bergan to define nine SBRRB members as a quorum, seconded by Mark Honadel.  Motion carried unanimously.  

Carol Dunn reviewed the changes made to the Rules of Procedure.  Carol reported on the suggestions received from the Small Business Regulatory Coordinators and noted the inclusion of those suggestions in the Rules of Procedure.   Rick Petershack requested that the definition of quorum be included in the Rules.

A motion was made by Rick Petershack, seconded by Sue Reinardy to approve as presented the Board's Rules of Procedure.  Motion carried unanimously.  

REVIEW OF AGENCY SMALL BUSINESS DEFINITIONS

Carol Dunn reported that six agencies had responded to the request for small business definitions for significant economic impact on a substantial number of business.  This included definitions received from COMM, DATCP, DFI, DOT, DRL and DWD.   

Rick Petershack asked the DOT Small Business Regulatory Coordinator seek DOT assistance in providing a more definitive definition and requested that Pat Farley obtain a definition from DOA.  Carol Dunn reported that she would forward other agencies definitions to the Board members as they were received.

Rick Petershack announced that the Board would convene for a 10 minute break at 2:10.

REVIEW OF RULES

A presentation was provided by Jim VandenBrook of  the Department of Agriculture, Trade and Consumer Protections' Agricultural Resource Management Division.  The presentation was on the Nutrient Management rule (DATCP 50) which was presented to the Board as having a significant economic impact on a substantial number of small business.  A question and answer session followed the presentation.  It was noted by Jim VandenBrook that the poultry industry was most concerned about the affects of the rule.  

The Board used the Rule review Instrument to assess DATCP's compliance with the requirements of the initial regulatory flexibility analysis. 

A motion was made by Pat Farley, second by James Bohren to approve the answer DATCP 50 Nutrient Management rule and to send a report to the DATCP on the findings of the Board.  Motion carried unanimously.  

FUTURE MEETINGS

Rick Petershack suggested future meeting months as March, May, July and September and the board tentatively agreed to meet from 1:00 - 5:00 on March 23.  

ADJOURNMENT

A motion was made by Rick Petershack, seconded by Pat Farley to adjourn the meeting at 3:54 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.
